STAGE 3 - MITIGATE/ DELAY 

We currently increased precautions in place to ensure effective the prevention of the spread of 
illness. 

All users of the building are asked to follow the following guidance: 

 Do  
 

 wash your hands when entering the building 

 wash your hands with soap and water often – do this for at least 20 seconds 

 always wash your hands when you get home or into work 

 use hand sanitiser gel if soap and water are not available 

 cover your mouth and nose with a tissue or your sleeve (not your hands) when you 
cough or sneeze 

 put used tissues in the bin straight away and wash your hands afterwards 

 try to avoid close contact with people who are unwell
