John 4 – a story about a follower of Jesus writing a letter about what God is like.
The Lord’s Prayer – a prayer about God and what he is like.
Hail Mary – a prayer about Mary.

Key figures

• Isaiah - a Hebrew prophet who was believed to have lived 
about 700 years before the birth of Jesus Christ. Born in 
Jerusalem, Israel, he was said to have found his calling as a 
prophet when he saw a vision in the year of King Uzziah's
death. Isaiah prophesised the coming of the Messiah Jesus 
Christ.

• John - was the son of Zebedee, a Galilean fisherman, and 
Salome. John and his brother St. James were among the first 
disciples called by Jesus.
